VESSEL CASUALTY No. 6 of 2017
Vessel Destination: EUROPE
“ROSSINI” - IMO:9156981 – Flag: Luxembourg – Type: Tanker 
On February 15, the “Rossini” en route from Moerdijk to Wismar, suffered damage at a fuel pipe and was emergency stopped. The disabled tanker ran into the northern embankment of the canal near Westerrönfeld. After a repair the ship was allowed to continue the transit to Kiel where it berthed at the Bominflot bunker quay for surveys. The “Rossini” docked at Wismar on February 17.
 
“SUSANA S” - IMO:9406714  - Flag: Norway – Type: Tanker
On February 16, the “Susana S” encountered technical trouble on the Ems after leaving the port of Emden bound to Elnesvågen. The ship dropped anchor off Delfzij and was later taken in tow by tugs which pulled the ship back to the Ems Quay on Emden. The “Susana S” reached Elnesvågen Port on February 20.

VESSEL DESTINATION – ASIA
“IRIS EXPRESS” - IMO:8908777 – Flag: Panama– Type: Bulk Carrier 
On February 14, the “Iris Express”, docked at Cai Lan, Hai Phong, suffered fire in the superstructure. The vessel was loaded with woodchips destined for Japan. The fire erupted suddenly in the cabin of the chief engineer. Local authorities are working to look for the cause of the fire, which caused no casualties. The property damaged is still under verification, and the extent of damages is still unknown.
 
“NAVIGATOR LEO” - IMO:9482574 – Flag: Liberia – Type: Tanker
On February 15, a fire a broke out on board the "Navigator Leo" in the Gulf of Finland. MRCC received distress message reporting a fire in a provisions store in the superstructure. The tanker was underway from Le Havre to Ust-Luga, escorted by the icebreaker "Vladivostok". The fire was extinguished and the vessel berthed at Ust-Luga.

“BELLATRIX” – IMO: 8230405 – Flag: Togo – Type: General Cargo Ship
On February 16, the “Bellatrix” ran aground on a reef north of the island of Lesvos. The ship suffered a crack in the hull and took in some water, starting to tilt slightly. On scene, were winds of five Beaufort. The “Bellatrix” had set sail from Mykolayiv on January 18 with a cargo of grain and was heading to Izmir. A survey conducted on February 17 showed that the rudder, the propeller shaft and the propeller were not damaged. The Port Authority Mythimna banned the ship from sailing further
