VESSEL CASUALTY No. 7 of 2017
Vessel Destination: EUROPE
“DIANA MARIA” -  MMSI:264162621 – Flag: Romania – Type: General Cargo Ship
On March 1st, the “Diana Maria” carrying 1600 tons of soy ran aground on the Danube at Ruckasingg near Osterhofen. The ship was en route from Novi Sad to Straubing and got struck at the right side river shore. With the rising water level the barge was successfully refloated. The “Diana Maria” was ordered to berth in the port of Deggenndorf for damage inspection.
 
“OOCL RAUMA” - IMO:9462794 – Flag: Netherlands – Type: Container Ship
The “OOCL Rauma” sailed from St. Petersburg on February 27th bound to Rotterdam with an ETA of March 2. On March 1, the “OCCL Rauma” encountered steering trouble which restricted the manoeuvrability and was only allowed to transit the Kiel Canal west going with tug assistance. She had entered the waterway in Kiel and berthed at the Navy Pilings North in Brunsbüttel where remained.
 
“LANGEOOG” – IMO: 9506136 – Flag: Antigua and Barbuda – Type: General Cargo Ship
On March 2, the “Langeoog”, enroute from Gibralter to Fenit ETA March 6, was disabled and adrift about 2,4 miles Southeast of Punta Carnero. “Luz de Mar” assisted and took the vessel in tow to the port of Algeciras and dropped anchor on the ports roads around midday.
 
“CHRISOPIGI LADY” - IMO:9288681  - Flag: Liberia – Type: Tanker
On March 5, the “Chrisopigi Lady” went adrift in the Estrecho area nine miles from Punta de Caraminal off Tarifa, due to a main engine failure which occurred when entering the Strait of Gibraltar coming from Milford Haven. The tanker was taken in tow by the Spanish salvage ship "Luz der Mar" of Salvamento Marítimo and safely berthed at the Naval Base of Algeciras.

VESSEL DESTINATION – ASIA
“CAPRICORN” - IMO:8728098  - Flag: Comoros – Type: General Cargo Ship
On March 1st, the “Capricorn” en route from Kavkaz to Tartous with 2843 tons of barley on board reported a hull breach and ensuing water ingress in the ballast tank area, probably after contacting ice. The vessel requested assistance in sealing the leak and anchored on Kerch roads. The salvage ship "Spasatel Demidov" went on standby nearby, awating the arrival of divers to survey the hull, and patch the hole.
