VESSEL CASUALTY No. 8 of 2017
Vessel Destination: EUROPE
“NORDFJORD” -  IMO:9341732 – Flag: Netherlands – Type: General Cargo Ship
On March 10, the “Nordfjord” en route from Larvik to Sandnes ran aground. The vessel carried 5500 tonnes of sand. It got stuck just below Coop Extra at Moksheim. It was able to refloat itself with own power but suffered a hole in the hull and water ingress in the forepeak. The ship was ordered to proceed to Kopervik pending further investigations.

VESSEL DESTINATION – ASIA
"KUM SAN” - IMO:7418373 – Flag: North Korea – Type: General Cargo Ship
On March 9th, the "Kum San" sank off the east coast of China after colliding with a Chinese fuel tanker. The vessel was last seen anchored on March 8 near Lianyuanhang port and was listed at maximum draft, which meant it was fully loaded with cargo. The accident took place near the port of Lianyuanhang in Jiangsu province. The tanker was not damaged in the incident.
 
“RIVER EREGLI” -  IMO:8324581 – Flag: Micronesia – Type: General Cargo Ship
On March 12, the "River Eregli" ran aground at Alupka in calm weather. The ship was reported to have been enroute from Burgas to Noworossiysk with a Ukrainian crew of seven on board. 12 ships of the Russian Black Sea fleet were reported to have pulled the casualty off. In August 2015 the ship was purchased by Turkish Black Sea town of Eregli.
 
“CHANGXUN 17” - MMSI:413777358 – Flag: China – Type: General Cargo Ship
On March 13th, two Chinese general cargo ships, Chang Xun 17 and Jin Hang Hai 6, collided near the Nantong part of the Yangtze River. After the collision, Chang Xun 17 managed to stabilise the vessel through unloading, however Jin Hang Hai 6 sank and all 13 crew members went into the water.

“ASPHALT SEMINOLE” - IMO:9263942 – Flag: Marshal Islands – Type: Tanker
On March 11, the "Asphalt Seminole" lost power and was drifting towards a Sydney suburb. Two tugs intercepted the aspahlt tanker and towed it safely out to sea. The vessel was later brought into Port Botany and docked at the Patrick Stevedores Container Terminal.
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
