VESSEL CASUALTY No. 11 of 2017
Vessel Destination: EUROPE
“MAERSK GENOA” - IMO:9739680 – Flag: Hong Kong – Type: Container Ship // “DAN FIGHTER” - IMO:8709767 – Flag: Denmark – Type: General Cargo Ship


On April 4, the "Dan Fighter" was in collision with the "Maersk Genoa" at Borssele between Breskens and Flushing on the Wester Scheldt. The container ship suffered a breach at the stern above the waterline. No containers were lost, and no injuries were reported. Both ships were advised to drop anchor. The "Dan Fighter" which resumed the voyage in the evening, was enroute from Bilbao to Antwerp, the "Maersk Genoa" had just left Antwerp bound to Bremerhaven.
 
“KAMELIA” - IMO:9188958 – Flag: Malta – Type: General Cargo Ship


On April 4, the "Kamelia" en route from Skulte to Brugge suffered engine failure while approaching the Kiel Canal, and went adrift near the Kiel. The failure of the main engine was caused by an overheating of chips in the engine and a deflagration by hot oil. The ship dropped anchor until the arrival of two tugs and was then towed into the Lindenau shipyard in Kiel for repairs.
 
“BBC SAPPHIRE” - IMO:9504798 – Flag: Antigua and Barbuda – Type: General Cargo Ship


On April 4, the "BBC Sapphire" while turning inside the access channel to the Zandvliet lock allided with the moored tug "Lieven Gevaert". The ship was severely damaged as the hull on the starboard side was dented under the water line, and the engines were shifted so that the ship must almost certainly be repaired in dry dock. The "BBC Sapphire" berthed in Antwerp at the same afternoon and left the port again on the same day, bound to Aberdeen, ETA April 7.
 
“LAPETOS” - IMO:9204491 – Flag: Greece – Type: Container Ship // “MSC DONATA” - IMO:9237151 – Flag: Panama - Type: Container Ship


On April 9, the "Lapetos" was in allision with the "MSC Donata" in the port of Thessaloniki during berthing operations at the dock no. 6. The “Lapetos” was coming from Heraklion with a  cargo of containers on board. She bumped into the "MSC Donata" which was berthed at the quay, causing slight damage to both ships. After the incident both ships were banned from sailing until surveys by the classification societies had been completed. The "MSC Donata" left the port again, bound to Izmir, on April 10, while the "Lapetos" was still docked at the Thessaloniki Port Authority Container Terminal.  

VESSEL DESTINATION – ASIA
“UMM SALAL” - IMO:9525857 – Flag: Malta -  Type: Container Ship 


On April 6th, the "UMM Salal" ran aground in the Malacca Strait 15 miles off the Port Klang entrance shortly after she left the port en route to Khor Fakkan. She got stuck near the fairway and the traffic separation zone. The Malaysian supply vessel "Spica" was attending the casualty. The "Umm Salal" was serving the UASC's AGX1 service linking China via Port Klang with the Middle East.  


 
“ELISABETH” - IMO:9041875  - Flag: Indonesia – Type: Tanker // “BHAITA JAYA SAMUDRA” - IMO:  8713108  - Flag: Indonesia - Type: General Cargo Ship


On April 7th, the "Elisabet" was in collision with the cargo ship "Baita Jaya Samudra", in Thousand Islands waters, northwest of Jakarta, in the morning of Apr 7, 2017. The tanker, en route to Jakarta, suffered a hull breach at starboard side and developed a list. The cargo ship, being loaded with ammonium nitrate and bound from Sunda Kelapa Port to Tanjung Balai Karimun in Riau Islands, sank.

Vessel Destination: NORTH AMERICA

“KURE HARBOUR” - IMO:9593323 – Flag: Panama – Type: Bulk Carrier


On April 8th, the "Kure Harbour" ran aground at Newfoundland , north of Argentia,  while en route from Cartagena to Argentia in order to load a cargo of scrap. The ship was anchored at the time and was in the process of lifting its anchor when strong winds caused it to run aground. The tugs "Lois M", "Placentia Hope" and "Avalon Pilot" established a towing connection and waited for the rising tide to allow them to free the ship.

Vessel Destination: AFRICA

“STELLAR UNICORN” - IMO:9006734 - Flag: Marshal Islands – Type: Bulk Carrier


On April 2, the "Stellar Unicorn" which was en route from Porto de Tubarao, Brazil, from where she had sailed on March 22, with a cargo of iron ore, was forced to de route and moored off Cape Town for urgent repairs on April 2, remaining there since, with status "not under command" and awaiting inspections. The vessel has reported a hole in its ballast tank below the waterline, and a small leak.
