VESSEL CASUALTY No. 10 of 2017
Vessel Destination: EUROPE
“SYMPHONY SKY” - IMO:9721633 – Flag: Netherlands – Type: General Cargo Ship


On March 28, the “Symphony Sky” loaded with 1.000 tons of pulp and en route to Motril got struck. On the following day, the “Symphony Sky” was refloated off the industrial port of Husum by the tug "Kampe". She then proceeded to the quay in Husum under own power for a thorough inspection. During the day, damage to the ship was examined founding holes in the ballast tanks and that the water has penetrated into a cavity. In port an assessment will be carried out to find out whether it is possible to continue on to a shipyard for repairs.
 
“RHONESTERN” – IMO: 9183831 – Flag: Portugal – Type: Tanker


On March 29, the "Rhonestern” enroute from Tarragona to Rostock allided with the middle wall of the large southern chamber of the Kiel Canal in Brunsbüttel. The tanker slammed into the approach pier and the niche of the gate. Both the lock and the tanker suffered significant damage. The tanker, which had berthed in Brunsbüttel-Ostermoor continued the voyage to Rostock in order to unload the cargo prior to damage repairs. The damage was estimated to be several 100.000 Euro. The vessel entered the Gdanska Stocznia Remontowa Yard in Ostrow on April 2 for repairs.
 
“CEYDA AYTEKIN” - IMO:9045687 – Flag: Panama – Type: General Cargo Ship


On April 1, the "Ceyda Aytekin" suffered engine failure about 7,5 miles north of Andros and requested towing assistance. The ship had come from Agadir and was laden with 4926.5 tons chydin copper destined for the Black Sea. The tug "Pantanassa" was deployed to assist and pulled the ship to Aliaga on April 2 at where the tug "Pantokrator" went on standby.  

VESSEL DESTINATION – ASIA
“KOZNITZA” - IMO:9575436 – Flag: Malta – Type: Bulk Carrier


On March 27, the "Koznitza" suffered engine failure and went adrift about 14 miles north of Kildin island in the Barents Sea, while en route to Murmansk. Tug assistance was required, and the "Murmanryba" was deployed to the vessel. The vessel reported the engine to be fixed and resumed sailing to Murmansk, escorted by the tug to port.
 
“BORIS PEVKIN” - IMO:8971188 – Flag: Comoros – Type: General Cargo Ship // “OMSKIY-99” - IMO:8943399 – Flag: Russia – Type: General Cargo Ship


The "Omskiy 99", enroute from Istanbul to Samsun, was in collision with the "Boris Pevkin" in the Taganrog Bay in the northeastern arm of the Sea of Azov on March 31, 2017. Both vessels were proceeding on parallel courses on the recommended route No 31, when the Russian cargo vessel suddenly changed course to starboard and stuck into the aft of the "Boris Pevkin". The "Omskiy 99" had minor damage to the bulwark, while the "Boris Pevkin" suffered damaged layers at port side.
