VESSEL CASUALTY No. 16 of 2017
Vessel Destination: EUROPE
“UGUR DADAYLI” -  IMO:9554145 – Flag: Marshal Islands – Type: General Cargo Ship
On May 30, 2017, the "Ugur Dadayli" suffered a mechanical failure southeast of Elafonisos island, while en route from Istanbul to Torre Annunziata. The crew managed to fix the problem, but the vessel was escorted by the Greek Coastguard to an anchorage at Elafonissos – Neapoli Anchorage in the Vatican Bay for inspections and class renewal.
 
“SILVRSTAR” - IMO:9194880 – Flag: Cyprus – Type : Bulk Carrier
On June 5, the "Silverstar", en route from Lisboa, ran into the Southern embankment of the Kiel Canal at Kudensee during the eastbound transit of the waterway. Fortunately, the ship pulled itself out with own power.

Vessel Destination: ASIA
“SSL KUTCH” - IMO:9157662 – Flag: India – Type: Container Ship
On May 21/22, about 40 containers on board of the "SSL Klutch" collapsed, toppled over and some fell overboard, reportedly due to faulty lashing, at Mundra port, Gujarat. The container loss occurred at the port side stern. In the morning of June 5, the vessel was docked at Tuticorin.

“KIYOSATO MARU” -  IMO:9213181 – Flag: Japan – Type:  Tanker // “JP COSMOS” - IMO:9392248 – Flag: Japan – Type: Bulk Carrier
On May 31, 2017, at 7.50 a.m. the bulkcarrier "JP Cosmos" was in collision with the "Kiyosato Maru" in the Tokyo Bay southeast of Minami. The port aft of the cargo ship which was loaded with 6220 tons of coal clashed with the bow of the tanker which was punctured above the water line. The tanker was loaded with 2000 tons of naphtha and had come from Nagoya. There was no spill. Both ships were anchored near the collision site off Yokohama. 
 
“ARSENYEV” - IMO:8700125 – Flag:Russia – Type:  Tanker
On May 31, the "Arsenyev" suffered engine failure and was brought to anchor in the Tatarskiy Strait while en route from Liuheng to Vanino. On June 1 the vessel was still at anchor in position 48 11N 139 52E, some 60 nm south of Vanino. On June 2 the tanker "Glier" took the casualty in tow to Sovetskaya Gavan..
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
